Bambi Lockman, serving as Chief of the Bureau of Exceptional Education and Student Services in the

Florida Department of Education since October 2004, is responsible for the ongoing successful implemen-

She also serves

as point person for the management of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act allocations related to

| DEA funding and is responsible for directing the Depa

grams and juvenile justice education programs for students with disabilities. She is also currently serving

as president of the National Association of State Directors of Special Education.

Mark Shinn, Ph.D ., is currently a Full Professor of School Psychology and Program Director at National

Louis University (NLU). He began working at NLU in 2003 and prior to this, he spent almost 20 years at

the University of Oregon, where he directed the School Psychology program, attaining APA and NASP ac-

creditation, and obtaining more than $4 million in federal grants as principal investigator. To date, he
has published more than 50 refereed journal articles and 25 book chapters on Curriculum -Based Meas-
urement (CBM) and its use in basic skills problem identification (screening) and progress monitoring in a

multi -tier, early intervening services model (e.g., Problem Solving) including RTI . He has also edited or
co-edited a number of volumes over the years, including the recently released Interventions for
Achievement and Behavior in a 3 - Tier Model, including RTI for NASP with Hill M. Walker.
